rpk redpanda tune: Optimize Redpanda settings for your machine's

rpk iotune: Enhance I/0 performance for a specific Redpanda setup
(Linux only)

rpk topic list: List all topics in the cluster
rpk topic produce [topic-name]: Produce data to a specific topic

[passwoxd] : Create/delete a single SASL user with the given password

password

rpk acl user list: List SASL users
rpk acl list: List ACLrules

Generate templates

rpk generate prometheus-config --seed-addr [address]:
Generate Prometheus configuration

rpk generate grafana-dashboard --dashboard [dashboaxrd-name]:
Generate Grafana dashboard configuration

Cloud integration

rpk cloud login: Login to Redpanda Cloud
rpk cloud logout --clear-credentials: Log out of Redpanda Cloud

rpk cloud byoc [aws/gcp] apply --redpanda-id=[redpanda-
cluster-id]: Provision Redpanda BYOC agent
